Key Stage 4 Target Setting Data 2022-2023 – English


At the beginning of the year 2022-2023, we set bespoke targets for each child in Reading, Writing and Communication & Interaction. Wherever possible, these were linked directly to each pupil’s end of Key Stage 4 targets, as outlined in Section E of their Education Health and Care Plan. Targets also linked to particular skills that individual pupils needed to develop to ensure they gained their English qualification at the end of Year 11. Analysis
· Pupils in Key Stage 4 were less likely to achieve their targets in Reading than in other Key Stages. 
· Pupils who are disadvantaged in Key Stage 4 were less likely to achieve their Reading targets than their peers in Key Stage 4 who were not disadvantaged. 
· Pupils in Key Stage 4 were less likely to achieve their targets in Writing than in other Key Stages. 
· Pupils who are disadvantaged in Key Stage 4 were less likely to achieve their Writing targets than their peers in Key Stage 4 who were not disadvantaged. 
· Pupils across Key Stage 4 were as likely as those across the school on average to achieve their Communication and Interaction targets. 
· However, pupils who were disadvantaged were less likely to achieve their Communication and Interaction targets than those who were not disadvantaged. 
· There is a national issue relating to attendance in Key Stage 4, which has been apparent since the Covid-19 pandemic. 33% of the pupils who did not achieve 2 out of 3 of their Writing, Reading and Communication and Interaction targets were supported by the school and local authority processes for persistent absence. 
· 100% of pupils with persistent absence in Key Stage 4 were disadvantaged. This barrier to learning is a key area addressed in our Pupil Premium Strategy.

Analysis

· All pupils in Key Stage 4 left Hazel Oak School with a qualification in English. 
· 6 Pupils achieved the AQA Step up to English Gold qualification at Entry Level 3.
· 3 Pupils achieved the AQA Step up to English Silver qualification at Entry Level 2.
· 5 Pupils achieved ASDAN Personal Progress, including English modules at Entry Level 1.
· All pupils achieved their predicted grades in English at Key Stage 4.
· A greater number of pupils achieved Entry Level 3 (or above) than since before the Covid-19 pandemic
· No pupils were entered for Level 1 in English. However, current attainment levels in other year groups indicate that there are pupils currently in Year 9 who could achieve Level 1 and therefore work needs to start to prepare these pupils and ensure the curriculum content is covered.

Analysis

· Pupils were more likely to achieve their targets in Reading in Key Stage 3 than across the school as a whole.
· Pupils in Key Stage 3 who were disadvantaged achieved slightly better in Reading to those who were not disadvantaged. 
· Pupils were slightly more likely to achieve their Writing targets in Key Stage 3 than across the school as a whole.
· Pupils who were disadvantaged in Key Stage 3 were less likely to achieve their targets in Writing than their peers who were not disadvantaged. 
· Pupils in Key Stage 3 were less likely to achieve their Communication and Interaction targets than across the school as a whole. 
· However, pupils who were disadvantaged in Key Stage 3 were more likely to achieve their Communication and Interaction targets than their peers in Key Stage 3 who were not disadvantaged.

· Pupils who were disadvantaged in Key Stage 2 were less likely to achieve their targets in Writing than their peers who were not disadvantaged. 
· Pupils in Key Stage 2 were more likely to achieve their Communication and Interaction targets than across the school as a whole. 
· Pupils who were disadvantaged in Key Stage 3 were also more likely to achieve their Communication and Interaction targets than their peers in Key Stage 2 who were not disadvantaged.

· 2 Pupils achieved the AQA qualification at Entry Level 3.
· 8 Pupils achieved the AQA qualification at Entry Level 2.
· 1 pupil achieved the AQA qualification at Entry Level 1.
· 3 Pupils achieved ASDAN Personal Progress, including Maths modules at Entry Level 1.
· 11 pupils achieved their predicted grades in Maths at Key Stage 4.
· 3 pupils did not achieve their predicted grades but still achieved a qualification. 
· No pupils were entered for Level 1 in Maths. However, current attainment levels in other year groups indicate that there are pupils currently in Year 9 and 10 who could achieve Level 1 and therefore work needs to start to prepare these pupils and ensure the curriculum content is covered.
