Hollowford Outdoor Centre (Lower School Residential) 
 
 
Out lower school pupils have the opportunity to take part in a one night residential visit to the Peak District.  
 
The trip will take place at Hollowford Outdoor Education Centre in Castleton in the north of the Peaks. The Centre usually has another school there staying in the main building; however, we are based in a self-contained cottage that has been converted to small dormitory accommodation, which allows us to work on daily routines at our own pace. We will travel in the school minibus. 
 
 
During our stay we have Centre leaders that work with us and take us on a range of activities which have previously included canoeing, raft building, rock climbing and bouldering, caving, bush craft and hiking.  
 
We choose the activities that we feel the pupils will enjoy the most and every challenge is set at an appropriate personalised level so pupils can challenge themselves as much or as little as they prefer. 
 
We appreciate that for many of the pupils this will be their first time away from home and family and we work closely with families to ensure they are well prepared for this. It is a fantastic opportunity to prepare pupils for greater independence as they move towards upper school. It is also a fantastic chance to spend social time with friends they may only see at school and all past pupils who have joined us have achieved new confidence, skills, and independence, including some improved domestic skills.
